Mobile Production Centers (MPCs) End of Life Replacement at the Joint Readiness Training Center (JRTC)
The Army Contracting Command  - Orlando, on behalf of the Program Manager Training Devices Product Manager Combat Training Instrumentation Systems, will satisfy the requirements set forth herein via the issuance of a STOC II, Lot I Delivery Order (DO).  Award of a Firm Fixed Price DO is planned for award on or around 13 January 2017.  The resultant DO will be issued in accordance with the Performance Work Statement and Performance Specification for the MPC replacement at the JRTC provided as attachments to the enclosured Request for Proposal (RFP).  All terms and conditions of the basic STOC II, Lot I contract will remain in effect for the DO.  This letter and enclosure shall serve as the Government’s RFP to satisfy the effort described herein.

Requirement:
The Government has a requirement to provide for the end-of-life replacement of components within the MPC at the JRTC, Fort Polk, Louisiana.  An MPC is comprised of a Mobile After Action Review theatre, a Mobile Production Unit with a Retractable Power Tower with Antenna, and a Towed Generator which powers the total MPC.  Additionally, interim lifecycle support for the MPC is required.

Basis for Award: 

The Government will make the award of this order to the offeror whose proposal represents the best value on the basis of lowest priced, technically acceptable (LPTA).  The Government will evaluate proposals for acceptability, without consideration of tradeoffs among cost and non-cost factors.  The standards for determining technical acceptability are set forth in Attachment 4, Requirements Matrix of the enclosed RFP.
