The submission can be either an MS Word or Power Point Presentation.  The cover page should include company name, address, and points of contact including phone numbers and email address. Provide a Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) pricing.  ROM shall include the estimated cost to perform the effort by labor category.  Detailed overhead rates or buildup are not required.  Interested vendors shall identify their Business Size Standard.  Small business will need to provide explanation on how you intend on meeting the limitations on subcontracting per FAR 52.219-14, Limitations on Subcontracting Performance.
