Section 1206 Security Assistance Program 

Section 1206 of the National Defense Authorization Act of 2006 established a new 

program that gives the Department of Defense (DOD) the authority to spend up to 

$200M of its own appropriations to train and equip foreign militaries to undertake 

counterterrorism or stability operations.   

 

 1206 project proposals are submitted by specific country embassies and 

combatant commands 

 

 

 Upon review the Department of State and DOD select proposals based on criteria 

established in the authorizing legislation and departmental guidance. 

 

 

 Department of State and DOD submit a final list of proposals to the Secretaries of 

Defense and State for their approval. 

 

 

 Defense Security Cooperation Agency (DSCA) and security assistance officers at 

embassies implement Section 1206 assistance.

 Historically LORs not submitted until late in the FY 
 

 Expiring Funds required to be on contract by 30 Sep XXXX 
 

 Government Tech Assist limited because of the Expiring Funds limitations
