TASK: Print a Scenario’s TSP (TL03-14.doc)





OBJECTIVES:


To print an entire TSP.  Perform this task to produce paper copies of an entire Training Support Package.





PREREQUISITES:


TASK: Open an Existing Scenario Library (TL02-02.doc)





SEE ALSO:


TASK: Print a TSP Component File (TL04-08.doc)





PROCEDURE:





1) Activate the scenario record for which the TSP is to be printed.





2) Select the “Print TSP” option from the “Scenario” menu.

Click the right mouse button and select the “Print TSP” option from the poup menu.





3) The scenario library editor will write all of the TSP Component Files to the “TSP” subdirectory.  Any TSP Component Files already in the “TSP” subdirectory will be overwritten.





4) The scenario libarary editor will print each TSP Component File as follows:


a) The appropriate application will launch.


b) The TSP Component File will automatically open in the application.


c) The application will print the Component File.


d) The Component File will close.


e) The application will close.








TIP: To Print Individual TSP Comonent Files.


Open the Scenario TSP by performing TASK: Open a Scenario Training Support Package (TL03-03.doc), then select TSP Component File, and click on the print button.








TIP: To Print a Scenario Record’s Map to Scale.


Use the Map & Overlay Print utility “Overlay.xls” found in the “Template” subdirectory to print any of the PowerPoint maps in the “Maps” subdirectory to scale.








TIP: To Print the T&EOs for a TSP.


Open the Scenario TSP by performing TASK: Open a Scenario Training Support Package (TL03-03.doc), and open the “T&EO.XLS” Component File.  Then select the “PRINT OUT” option of the “File” menu in Excel.
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
